THE PERIOD OF PURIFICATION &
ENLIGHTENMENT IN THE RCIA

The Season of Lent corresponds to the Period of
Purification and Enlightenment in the RCIA process.
This is a special time of reflection and spiritual
preparation for those preparing to celebrate the
Sacraments of Initiation at Easter. On the first
Sunday of Lent, those preparing for Baptism
celebrate the Rite of Election during a special Mass
with Bishop Ivan Camilleri, this year at Guardian
Angels Parish, in Brampton. On the same weekend,
at the 5pm Mass here at St. Francis of Assisi Church,
our baptized candidates journeying to full
communion participate in the Rite of Calling to
Lenten Renewal.

The Period of Purification and Enlightenment
focuses on three Scripture passages from the
Gospel of John which awaken us to the three
principal themes of Easter: water, light and new life.
These Scripture Passages are (1) the meeting of
Jesus and the Samaritan woman at the well (John
4:1-42); (2) the healing of the man born blind (John
9:1-41); and (3) the raising of Lazarus from the
dead (John 11:1-44).

On the third, fourth and fifth Sundays of Lent, the
“elect” preparing for baptism participate in special
rituals called “scrutinies.” These are rites of self-
searching and repentance which are intended to
help the elect complete the conversion of the elect
and deepen their resolve to hold fast to Christ.

During the scrutinies, the elect are instructed about
the mystery of sin and they are reminded that the
grace of baptism will fill them with the power of
Jesus Christ, who is LIVING WATER, the LIGHT OF
THE WORLD and the RESURRECTION AND THE
LIFE. At each scrutiny, the members of the
initiating community are invited to PRAY for the
elect as they continue their journey to Baptism.
